Fostering a Component Technology Marketplace

 for eGovernment with the SBIR/STTR
The CIO Council’s Architecture and Infrastructure Committee (AIC) has as an essential part of its mission to “foster the identification, maturation, use, and re-use of Enterprise Architecture Components and component-based Enterprise Architectures in government.” An Enterprise Architecture component is defined as a “self-contained business process or service with predefined functionality that may be exposed through a business or technology interface.”  Interoperable, shareable, re-usable Enterprise Architecture Components support the President’s Management Agenda principles of customer-focused, result-oriented, and market-based government.
The CIO Council’s XML Working Group (http://xml.gov), XML Web Services Working Group (http://web-services.gov) and Universal Access Working Group (http://ua-exp.gov) have all been fostering the development of components with XML, Web Services, and open collaboration with open standards, respectively. A recent workshop on June 26th, hosted by the Small Business Administration, launched the Emerging Components Conference Series (http://www.componenttechnology.org) by bringing together CIO Council Committee, Subcommittee, and Working Group members, and government agency, academic, small business, technology, and investment community representatives to foster a viable and sustainable Component Technology Marketplace. The Workshop Recommendations and Minutes are available publicly (http://www.componenttechnology.org). The purpose of this Announcement is to begin to implement those recommendations as follows:

1. Inform, encourage, and assist agencies with eGovernment Component Technology topics that would useful to their agencies and others starting at the SBIR Agency Meeting on September 11th.
2. Set as a goal for FY 2004 the funding of about 1% of the SBIR/STTR projects in support of eGovernment Component Technology.
3. Conduct the regular Emerging Components Conference Series starting at the National Entrepreneurial Conference and Expo, September 17-19, 2003, and subsequent regional town hall meetings, etc. (http://www.sba.gov/50/index.html).
