Justice XML Structure Task Force


(State and Local arm which manages grants)

· DoJ had no standards for electronic interchange of data, yet their was an extreme need to share data.

· Federal Advisory Committee to Attorney General (Global

· Brings federal, state, and local practitioners together

· It is only there to give advice 

· DoJ does not have a common data model

· Justice XML data dictionary schema evolution

· Their work is expressed in XML currently. This is the core/key harmonized message that justice is working to agree upon

· States don’t have standard codes for driver tags and codes…they have no way to quickly read risk.

· Legal XML doing work on 

· Regional Information Sharing (RISS)

· And (RAP) rap sheet standards

· The XSTF Process – the XML Structured Task Force

· A bottom up open collaborative process (not top down)

· The Mother of all types – this Super Type has a top level set of classes that all other types inherit (i.e., Person, organization, location, contact info, property, etc.).  All agreed upon by entire law enforcement standards community  

· Some assembly required.  60 documents have been identified to XMLize

Pilot Project – The MetaMatrix System for Model-Driven Integration with Enterprise Metadata, Michael Lang, Brook, and Ed Fakler, MetaMatrix

· Homeland Security Pilot in Support of the FEA DRM

· White paper (60 pages) is under final review planned to be posted to IAC site next week

· “the alternative to metadata management is managing chaos”

· MetaMatrix core product is an integration server engine based on Java

· Meta Object Facility (MOF) Metamodels are define in terms of a common set of constructs (packages, classes, attributes, associations, references, ets.)

· All MOF metamodels can be related

· You may need several models to describe an agency.  The single meta model world is very difficult to manage.

· Platform Independent Modeling

· XML Schema Mapping is where the petal meets the road for web services implementations

· Model physical (enterprise information systems), Model virtual (enterprise information consumers), relate them, and then deploy to a virtual database for run-time metadata.

Joe Chiusano interjects a detailed question to be answered off line

· Brooke discusses “Rap Sheet” example (NCIC already has all rap sheets integrated at Federal level).  Their pilot may prove more valuable at state and local level.

· Their pilot also leverages the Blue Oxide product

· Within the virtual database, you can store WSDLs registered with any registry like UDDI

·   Q: How do you handle mapping of fields that may not be one to one?

· Rules can be used using SQL
