3. I have also suggested that the Co-Chairs and/or CoP select co-leads for the 4 Line of Business (LoB) / Federal Transition Framework (FTF) Tasks:

(1) Common Solutions;

(2) Concept of Operations (CONOPS);

(3) Federal Enterprise Architecture Alignment (Five Reference Models and the Geospatial Profile); and

(4) Business Case

All four to be presented as chapters (integrated) in a White Paper at the 5th Semantic Interoperability for E-Government Conference, October 10-11th, to the OMB and FGDC Geospatial LoB Managers and the Senior Agency Geographic Information Officials in a Quarterly FDGC Steering Committee Meeting.

4. Work regularly with geospatial ontologies in the VK Semantic Wiki by:

(1) inventorying them (started);

(2) discussing one each conference call (hopefully by the author or someone who has worked with it);

(3) extraction of community-based ontologies from our Workshop Wiki pages and other relevant Web pages (see for example http://www.cs.vu.nl/~pmika/research/papers/ISWC-folksonomy.pdf); and

(4) building an actual application with one or more geospatial ontologies to demonstrated as part of the item 3 above.
