1. Business Items
Wanda Kyler helping with EPA conference room space for the XML Working Group and the “Eforms for E-Gov” Pilot Team meetings.

Need Dawn Meyerriecks to speak with Ed Green, Project Director of Integrated C2 at MITRE and ESC, about the “Military Pilot” Project Proposals submitted to me recently by Paul Kim, Chief Technologist, MITRE (Bedford, MA). I will explain more about this.

Need more Emerging Technology Subcommittee participation in the Governance and Components Subcommittees. I was the only one participating from the ET/SC yesterday at those meetings.

2. Highlights

“Eforms for E-Gov”Pilot very successfully launched with selected agencies. Followup meetings with three E-Gov Initiative Program Managers (IRS, Gov Benefits, and eGrants) about participation in the “Eforms for E-Gov” Pilot.
Six “Military Pilot” Project Proposal received from MITRE and ESC.

Joint Components and Emerging Technologies Pilot Project proposed in connection with the FEA Data and Information Reference Model (DRM). “Topic Maps for FEA” Pilot also proposed.
Invited Tutorial “XML Web Services Working Group and Examples: Documents, Databases, and Registries” given on February 10, 2003, "The 5th Anniversary of XML", at the Web-Enabled Government Conference. 
3. Metrics

Meetings – Regular monthly meetings of the WG (three so far), participation in professional conferences (E.g. XML 2002, Open Standards for Federal and State eGovernment Programs, etc.) and in standards organizations (W3C, OASIS, etc.).
Pilots – Six initial pilots underway and 10 more proposed. Several pilots are near or at “operationalization” (VoiceXML, XML Collaborator, Topic Maps, XForms, etc.).

Collaboration/Cooperation – Regular meetings with the Universal Access Activity, XML WG and its Registry/Repository Team, Solution Architects Working Group (SAWG), Industry Advisory Council EA SIG and WS SIG, and the AIC and its Governance and Components Subcommittees.
