3. Comments for the AIC Components Subcommittee Meeting, March 4, 2004

More specifically, the DRM Pilots address the following:
(1) The GEAF Task for intergovernmental data exchange;

(2) The DRM Data Management Strategy and DRM Volumes 2-4 .

(3) The eGov Act of 2002, Section 207, categorization of government information (e.g. the Data and Information Reference Model Pilot with the Census Bureau and the Community Indicators Consortium that shows how the new Semantic Web standards work, especially on the focus that Lucian Russell suggested at the first Categorization of Government Information WG meeting, namely large documents on the Web with mixed content, namely text and data tables);
(4) The eGov Act of 2002, Section 212, data integration pilots; and

(5) The goal of the new Semantic (Web Services) Interoperability Community of Practice (SICoP) to make data more important and independent of their applications (“smart data”).
