Work Accomplished During This Period:

Seven deliverables in spite of several impediments:

(1) Input to the Draft Data and Information Reference Model (DRM) for the past six months (18 revisions)!

(2) IAC Business Line Integration and Federated Data Reference Model White Paper produced in cooperation with NASICO and the XML Web Services Working Group  Pilots. (Business Integration Driven by Business Lines: A perspective on the Data Reference Model as it relates to Cross Agency Challenges. Standards Based Architecture to Support Federated Data Management, Industry Advisory Council (IAC) Enterprise Architecture SIG, May 28, 2003).
(3) Contributed to Tasks 1-4 of the Components Subcommittee.

(4) Several XML Web Services Working Group Pilots delivered to DHS and the Global Justice Programs.

(5) Support for a Quick Win Component Subcommittee Task Workshop in August.

(6) A Government Enterprise Component Registry and Repository Using Native XML Database Management Technology Pilot.

(7) Initial work on XML Versions of the FEA Reference Models in the FEA XML Topic Map.

Planned Work for Next Period:

Department of Education participation in the NASCIO Architecture Working Group meeting in Cincinnati on July 28th & 29th (this is a meeting of the subcommittees to develop product and content for the enterprise architecture program portfolio of products) and participation in the NASCIO Annual Meeting in September in Arizona.
Pilots of the DRM and GDIRM (Government Data and Information Reference Model) with EPA (proposed new Semantic Technologies for EPA Pilot), the Department of Education (No Child Left Behind), and others over the next 12-24 months are in active discussions.

The release of the Draft “Components-Based Architecture and the FEA” White Paper (July 17, 2003) and the submission of the “QuickWin Components Selection and Evaluation Process” Status Document (July 17, 2003) will help us move forward on the Goal 3 Tasks.

Current or Anticipated Issues / Problems:

There have been four impediments that have been largely resolved now by new Department of Education participation, IAC contributions, and progress in the Components Subcommittee and on the DRM: (1) Bob Haycock has been understandably too busy to lead Task 1;  (2) Arthur Graham has been understandably too busy to lead Tasks 2 and 3; (3) Brand Niemann has been acting lead on Tasks 1-4 and is also very busy with other AIC assignments; (4) the Components Subcommittee work on their tasks has been slower than anticipated; and (5) the FEA DRM release has been slower than anticipated. Furthermore, Norm Lorentz has directed that we hold off work on Task 5 because of the GSA “Smart Buy” initiative and the April OMB/CIO Summit “Metrics for Enterprise Software Licensing.”
